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Directions: LIE exit 51 (Rte. 231) North - OR - Northern State Pkwy exit 42N (Rte. 231) North.  Continue on Rte. 231 North 
until you pass under the Northern State Pkwy overpass.  See the Dix Hills Fire Station on the right side, then immediately 
FORK RIGHT at the light.  (Rte. 231 becomes Deer Park Rd East/Rte. 66).  After about a mile it merges with Jericho Turnpike 
(Rte. 25), going East.  Once on Jericho Turnpike, go about 1/4 mile & make a Left at the next light onto Elwood Road.  Go 3/4 
mile & make a Left at the 2nd light onto Cuba Hill Rd.  Go about 1/4 mile and see Elwood Park on your right.  Walk into the 
park via the paved footpath.  Before you get to the flagpole, turn right & walk thru the pine tree grove into the meadow.  Extra
parking is available on Cuba Hill Rd and on Harmon Drive, just past the park.  Restrooms available onsite.  Bring blankets, 
chairs, food, soft drinks, sunscreen, balls, frisbees, and your smilin’ face.
